What sizes are VUFOLD sets available in?

Brickwork Opening 
When preparing the site, please prepare the brickwork opening to be 10mm 
more in height and width than the outside assembled frame size. 
 
It is essential that all 4 internal surfaces of the brickwork are levelled before 
installation.  Ensure all dimensions are correct for installation before 
proceeding, as the set must be installed square and level into the opening. 
 
What is included in a VUFOLD set? 
 

• 3, 4, 5 or 6 doors individually wrapped in plastic with cardboard protectors 
on the corners and edges of the doors. The frames are in a carton or cartons 
for the larger sets.  The hardware and instructions are in another carton. 

 

• Wood Frame set including the cill Ð this carton pack includes 
the track fitted temporarily in the top section of the frame and 
the combination aluminium and timber sill with track fitted in 
the bottom of the frame. The frame has to be assembled on site. 

 

• A Hardware Carton pack including: 
o The folding hardware 
o The handles and lock 
o The weather seals 
o A fitting pack which includes: 

 Frame fixing screws 
 HSS wood drill 
 SDS extended length Masonry drill 
 Tork bit 

 



What are the VUFOLD sets made from? 
 

• VUFOLD doors and frames are manufactured using the very 
latest in engineered wood technology to ensure greater stability, 
and minimising the likelihood of bowing, twisting, warping or splitting. 

 

• VUFOLD doors and frames sections are manufactured using a 
seasoned hardwood core, comprising strips of hardwood timber 
jointed in length and glue laminated in width.  Edge lippings 
are glue laminated to the hardwood core and then the ÒsurfaceÓ 
comprising 3mm laminates of solid timber is applied. 

 

• The 3mm laminates are LVL (Laminated Veneer Lumber) 
which compared to normal veneers (thickness 0.6mm -1.0mm) 
are much more substantial. 

 

• The doors are 54mm thick for improved thermal performance. 
 

 
What tests have the VUFOLD sets been subjected to? 
 

VUFOLD sets have been independently tested by industry recognised 
Chiltern Testing Laboratories, and achieved the following 
standards/accreditations. 
 
• BS6375: Part 1 ~ a weather test which covers: 

o Air permeability 
o Water tightness 
o Wind resistance 
o Exposure 

 
• Part L Compliance ~ for thermal rating. 

This is a test introduced by the Government to ensure, especially in 
the new build sector, only the use of products, that minimise heat transfer 
and carbon emissions from the property, in order to reduce the amount of 
daily wasted energy and in turn help to protect the environment. 

 
VUFOLD sets passed this test with a rating of 1.9 W/M2 K. 
Anything below a 2.0 W/M2 K rating is regarded in the industry as a 
Òvery goodÓ rating.  However the new Part L Compliance in buildings 
is a calculation based on the entire home (external exposed areas such as 
walls, roof, doors ) and not a calculation based on the individual product. 



How are the VUFOLD sets factory glazed? 
 
• Each VUFOLD door is fitted with a 24mm thick double glazed unit. 

These units incorporate Pilkington K Low E glass. 
The glass is ÒtemperedÓ or toughened in accordance with 
BS EN 12600 & BS EN 12150 

 
• Each double glazed unit has a small screen-printed logo/description 

at the bottom visible for any site inspector to see. 
 
 

Do the VUFOLD sets have drainage? 
 
Yes the VUFOLD sets have very good drainage. 
 
The VUFOLD cill is a unique combination design, marrying the aesthetics 
of timber with the functionality of aluminium.  The cill allows water to enter 
through the drainage slots in the bottom channel/track and disperse through 
the underside of the cill.  The cill was purpose designed for optimum drainage 
performance and was a key factor in the weather test results achieved. 
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How do the VUFOLD sets fit into the brickwork? 
 
The VUFOLD system is a Ôtop hungÕ system. 
This means the doors are hung from the top track using the special hardware 
and just ÒglideÓ along the bottom track. This is the preferred method for 95% 
of the UK market. 
 
ÔBottom hungÕ systems (the weight of the doors is on the bottom track) 
have a tendency to clog up with dirt which invariably restricts movement. 
 
Because the VUFOLD system is Ôtop hungÕ it is crucial that the top of 
the frame is well fixed to the lintel or secured through the lintel and into 
the brickwork above using the fixings provided. 
 

 
 
NB - For guidance on other types of Lintels refer to the Assembly Instructions 
 
 
Fixings to fit the sides of the frame to the sidewalls are also provided. 
 



 
 
Use the Direct Frame Fixings as follows: 
 

1. use the 6.5mm HSS drill (supplied) to drill holes in the frame Jambs, 
aluminium track and steel 

 
2. use the 6.5mm SDS masonry drill (supplied) to drill into 

the brickwork 
 

3. use the Torx T30 bit (supplied) to screw in the direct frame fixings 
 

Do not fix through the aluminium part of the cill, as this may damage 
the drainage system. 
 
NB - For fixing into RS is necessary, requisite nuts and bolts will have to be 
independently sourced.  Given this circumstance, it may also be advisable to consult a 
Structural Engineer).  DO NOT use direct frame fixings. 

 
 

 
 
 
 



What do I do if there is a large space between the door and frame? 
When fitted, the correct spacing between the doors and door to frame should be: 
 

 
 
Installation time? 
The sets are fully machined, with the exception of the face of the door to fit the 
handles.  Therefore, site assembly requires the frame to be installed into the brick 
or block work, then fixing the hardware to the doors. 
 

Typical installation times by a qualified tradesperson are: 
 

o 1 day for the smaller sets (6Õ; 8Õ; 10Õ) 
o 2 days for the larger sets (12; 14; 16Õ) 

 

although this will obviously vary depending on the installer 
and the complexity of the installation. 
 

For Health & Safety reasons, it is generally recommend that a minimum 
of 2 people install the sets. 
 
Are Architectural PDF drawings available? 
Yes, PDF drawings showing the side and top elevations of all the VUFOLD sets 
currently available can be requested from LPD. 
 
What are the lead times? 
VUFOLD sets are generally available ex-stock.  However you would need to 
confirm specific availability with your chosen Distributor.
